
Dear Lutherock Confirmation Leader: 
 
Here’s the information you need to register for Confirmation Camp 2010 at Lutherock!  Please read the infor-
mation below and use these links to download needed paperwork:

Look below under “Registration” for LINKS to download registration forms or to register online. 
 
Registration: Please use Confirmation Camp forms ONLY for those participating in Confirmation Camp. For 
other summer programs, please use the forms online or in the summer camp brochure. THANK YOU! 
 
While we prefer that you ask each of your camper/chaperone families to register online, we will still accept 
mailed in registrations. However, please note that we are looking at offering discounts in the future for online 
registration submission, so you may wish to start looking at that this year if that’s something you’d be inter-
ested in when applicable.  
 
If you are using regular post mail to register for Confirmation Camp, download the form and fill in as much as 
possible before giving it to parents to complete. Then collect the forms and payment and mail together. 
PLEASE make sure that each congregation’s registration forms (for all campers, leaders, & family members 
staying with leaders) come together in one envelope with the cluster name (if applicable) on EACH piece of pa-
per. You must submit a separate form for each youth and adult participant. Please INCLUDE A LIST of the 
AMOUNT TO CREDIT EACH PERSON along with ANY CHECK! THANKS! 
 
If you are registering online, you will need to pay deposits or full payments with a MasterCard or Visa. Use the 
links on our website to access online Confirmation Camp registration. Follow the instructions to submit a form 
for each youth and adult leader participating. If parents are registering their children, make sure they 

know the name of your cluster. 
 

NO SPACES ARE HELD for Campers or Leaders without registration forms and deposit or full payment. 

Telling your coordinator or cluster leader how many kids you’re bringing does not hold space for you or them. 
ALL REGISTRATION FEES ARE DUE NO LATER THAN THREE WEEKS  

BEFORE YOUR CAMP SESSION BEGINS! 
 



 Confirmation of an online registration along will be sent to the email provided within the online registration, 
and access to the following documents will be made available on the registration completion page: 

• Health History/Waiver Form—due to us by May 1st at the latest 
• Medication Form—bring with any medications to camp 
• Camper/Parent Information Letter which includes PACKING LIST (and what not to bring) 

 
Those registering by US Postal Service will get this information by US Postal Service or email EXCEPT for 
the health form which is not being mailed out (except upon request). We are providing that with these mate-
rials and expect it to get disseminated by YOU the Pastor/Leader with the registration form this year. Par-
ents/guardians need time to work on this in order to meet the deadline of May 1. Again, those registering 
online will get this information by email with a link to the documents listed above. PLEASE CHECK TO MAKE 
SURE YOUR PARENTS HAVE THIS INFORMATION! Online registrations will NOT be sent a snail mail 

confirmation also. 
 

Health Form/Waiver: Each camper MUST have a HEALTH FORM/WAIVER signed by a PARENT/

GUARDIAN to be able to participate in camp activities. The form must also have the physician’s exam com-
pleted or a copy of one from the last two years attached. We do NOT want incomplete health forms submit-
ted and will mail them back. Please be sure all required sections are signed/completed before sending them 
to us! The health form/waiver must be turned into the registration office by May 1, 2010. Pre-Camp 
screening of these 3000+ forms is a requirement of the American Camp Association (ACA). Review the forms 
to see if there are special needs of which you need to be aware. Make copies of the forms before you mail 
them in (by May 1) and bring the copies with you to registration. Please check to make sure that the form is 
signed in three places. We cannot accept a camper into our care until the properly signed 2010 health 

form has been screened by LLMI staff. You can download this form at LINK. 
 
Medication Forms: If your campers are bringing prescription medications to camp, make sure parents fill out 
the Medication Form and bring it to camp with any medication in the original container. We cannot accept 
medications in other containers. (Check this before you leave home!) The person authorized to bring the 
child to camp may fill out this form if a parent forgets or is not available. We suggest you print out a bunch 
and have them ready for parents to fill out as you are loading up the bus or van to come to camp. You may 
download this form at this LINK. 
 

Roommate Requests/Assignments: If possible, roommate requests are honored within the same Confirma-
tion Camp cluster and/or congregation.  Campers may not request more than one roommate. (The same 
two names should appear on both registration forms.) Groups of four WILL BE SPLIT. If you have sugges-
tions for campers who should or should not be housed together, please give Van that information at least two 
weeks before your camp week. 
 
Leader Housing is assigned on a first-come, first-served basis. PLEASE BE AWARE that space for single 
rooms is very seldom available on camp. Please indicate that you MUST have a single room if that is your 
preference. Otherwise, a roommate may be chosen for you if you do not list a preferred roommate. If we 
find that we are unable to accommodate your “must have” single room request, we will contact you so that 
you can choose to make your own alternate housing arrangements off-site.

Confirmation Camp Camper: 

If paid in full on or before March 15: $392.00 
If paid in full Mar 16-Apr 15: $417.00 
If paid in full Apr 16-May 15: $427.00 
If paid in full after May 15: $454.00 
 
Confirmation Camp Ldr in Crow’s Nest:  Confirmation Camp Ldr in Stone Lodge: 
If paid in full on or before March 15: $298.00 If paid in full on or before March 15: $148.00 

If paid in full Mar 16-Apr 15: $323.00   If paid in full Mar 16-Apr 15: $173.00 
If paid in full Apr 16-May 15: $333.00   If paid in full Apr 16-May 15: $183.00 
If paid in full after May 15: $360.00   If paid in full after May 15: $210.00 
 
The spouse of a Confirmation Camp Ldr may share leader’s room and eat all meals for the same rate as the leader (if housing is 
available). The cost for children of leaders staying with them in the same room is as follows: 
If paid in full on or before March 15: $183.00 
If paid in full Mar 16-Apr 15: $183.00 
If paid in full Apr 16-May 15: $183.00 
If paid in full after May 15: $183.00 
 

Discounts & Scholarships: 

Discounts: Like last year, discounts are now structured differently and are actually built into the 4-
tiered rate structure listed above. No other discounts are offered, but we continue to offer needs-
based scholarships (see below). 
Scholarships: In order to ensure that all may participate in LLMI programs, regardless of financial need, 
scholarships are available. All scholarship forms postmarked or faxed by February 15th will be processed 
and parents notified of award by March 10 so that the early rate deadline may still be met. Feel free to 
download the scholarship form via this link.
