Please note that we only put women on top bunks when 
the contact person has agreed to this. Please check with your group’s contact if you’re concerned 
about that being YOU!  
 We are hosting five Wild Women’s Weekends this year – with up to 140 women at each one - 
and we hope all of them will fill!  So get ready to enjoy the unique opportunity of gathering with 
LOTS of other WILD WOMEN of faith from across the Southeast. We hope that everyone 
registered will be able to attend, but if you discover that you cannot come, please let Janine know 
so that others may take your place. For many women, this is their one weekend to be AWAY from 
children, so participants should be at least 18, and childcare is not provided. We appreciate your 
understanding in this. 
 I’ll send you another letter with details of our time together a few weeks before we gather. 
Our theme will be “RESURRECTION”, looking at the Old Testament story of the widow of 
Zerephath and New Testament Story of the widow of Nain. Each of their sons were raised from 
the dead. We’ll also study the story of Jarius’ daughter (raised by Jesus) and explore how we claim 
the gift of resurrection for our own lives and ministries.
